English


During English sessions this half term we will be focusing on learning how to use nouns, Proper nouns, adjectives and verbs correctly in our writing. Following this, we will work on writing our own story which includes these.


Reading skills will be taught during small group guided reading and phonics sessions. We are also introducing daily spelling practise in class and the word lists the children use will be sent home for extra reinforcement. 





Maths


This half term, the children will reinforce and develop their understanding of number and place value. We will also be developing their reasoning skills, particularly focussing on place value and 2D/ 3D shapes. 
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How you can help


We will aim to give every child in Year 2 a new reading book by the end of next week. If you could make sure your child brings their book bag containing their current reading book and reading record to school every day this would be a HUGE help. 


Encouraging your child to practise their weekly spelling lists will support their confidence and fluency when writing. 


Our maths work will focus mainly on number therefore discussing numbers in everyday life will really benefit the children e.g. which amount/quantity is more/less, can they beat their current gaming score? How much by? How will they know?











ICT


This term, we will be working on Internet safety and improving word processing skills.
