This week in Year 3 we have had a very busy week! We have completed our non-chronological reports 
on the Mallodile in English, and we have been perfecting column subtraction with exchanges in maths. 
In geography we have been naming and locating the counties in the North-West of England and we’ve 
also been doing a spot of sewing in DT!

This week, Year 4 have enjoyed exploring the continent of Europe through using their atlas skills, group 
research and our fabulous new interactive globes-thanks Friends of Allanson Street! We are also 
continuing to develop our cricket skills and this week everybody learned some key fielding techniques.

This week, Year 5 have enjoyed starting learning about Multiplication in Maths. We have been working 
really hard in using high level vocabulary during our lessons: product, factors and composite numbers.
