In Nursery we have focused our learning around the story “The Very Hungry Caterpillar”. The children have 
sequenced the images from the story and recalled key phrases from the story. The children had the 
opportunity to explore the fruits that the caterpillar ate and helped to prepare a fruit salad with them. We 
learned about the life cycle of a butterfly and the children represented their learning in different ways – 
playdough, paint and drawing.
